In order to determine possible human health effects following RCF exposure, the University
of Cincinnati has been conducting medical surveillance studies on RCF workers in the U.S.
The Institute of Occupational Medicine (IOM) has conducted medical surveillance studies on
RCF workers in European manufacturing facilities.

Pulmonary morbidity studies among production workers in Europe and USA have
demonstrated an absence of interstitial fibrosis and no loss in lung function was observed in
the longitudinal study with RCF exposure.

A statistically significant correlation between pleural plaques and cumulative RCF exposure
was evidenced in the USA longitudinal study.

The USA mortality study did not show evidence of increased lung tumour development
either in the lung parenchyma or in the pleura.

Irritant Properties

Negative results have been obtained in animal studies (EU method B 4) for skin irritation.
Inhalation exposures using the nose only route produce simultaneous heavy exposures to
the eyes, but no reports of excess eye irritation exist. Animals exposed by inhalation
similarly show no evidence of respiratory tract irritation.

Human data confirm that only mechanical irritation, resulting in itching, occurs in humans,
Screening at manufacturers’ plants in the UK has failed to show any human cases of skin
conditions related to fibre exposure.
